in the 19th century.

Open from dawn ‘til dusk,
the number of booksellers
grew and by the time

the Pont Neuf was built
the first public readings,
concerts and open-air shows
were being held.

When the Universal
Exhibition was organised in
1900, some 200 booksellers
had already opened on the
Seine quayside, making Paris
a pioneer in open-air events
and book exhibitions. Tokyo,
Montreal Quebec, Ottawa,
Beijing and many other cities
were inspired by the example
set by Paris and followed suit.
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
